Last week a DOT Audit was conducted by the Michigan State Police at the Mt. Pleasant Office. This audit
inspected all files pertaining to the DOT regulations. The audit indicated the following:

After the four day audit, J. Ranck Electric was notified we would receive a Satisfactory Safety Rating. This
is the highest safety rating issued by the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA).

If you are a JRE CDL driver, the following are DOT regulations that you must be aware of and strictly

inspect vehicle at the start of the day

a file must be maintained for repairs and scheduled

Upon completion of the Driver Qualification file, JRE CDL drivers receive a FMCSA Regulation Handbook.
Please keep yourself up-to-date by reviewing these standards. Drivers are responsible for notifying JRE
when updating driverQ Bcenses and medical examiners cards.

Please note the DOT audit was prompted by the number of Out of Service Violations (tickets received at

roadside inspection by a police officer). The Out of Service violations were above the FMCSA statistic.
Loss of the FMCSA rating can or could result in the suspension of our USDOT number and loss of all driving

Seasonal Weight Restrictions

In an effort to reduce the wear on Michigan’s roads, seasonal weight restrictions have been established. When spring weight
restrictions are in effect on frost-restricted routes, axle loadings are reduced 35 percent on flexible-based roads. Most restricted state
highways and county roads reduce axle loading by 35 percent. Speed limits on frost restricted routes are reduced to 35 mph for
every vehicle over 10,000 |bs gross weight.

All JRE bucket trucks and digger trucks fall under these laws. Below are examples of normal load maximums. Frost law restrictions
shown are at the 35% reduction.
*Weights calculated with 11:00 tires on steering axles.*

Designated Loading 15,400 18,000 Designated Loading 15,400 16,000 16,000
Frost Law Restriction 10,000 11,700 Frost Restriction 10,000 10,400 10,400

Please verify whether the JRE vehicle you are driving falls under the restrictions before you
leave for the jobsite. In some cases the vehicle may be over the designated loading weight and
therefore an alternate route may be needed.

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Project News

Advanced Traffic Management System

J. Ranck Electric is nearing completion of the Advanced Traffic Management
System (ATMS) located in Macomb County. This system provides the latest
technology in traffic signal systems and will help alleviate traffic on portions of
Mound Road, Metropolitan Parkway and Harper Avenue.

JRE erected nine 100 foot poles with a CCTV camera on top on each pole.
Twenty-seven other CCTV cameras were installed at various intersections.
The Road Commission of Macomb County (RCMC) then uses a 150-foot pole
JRE installed outside of their office as the hub for their communication
network. The main pole has four triangular platforms at the peak which is
where other high-tech cameras and radios, along with other monitoring
systems, are mounted. RCMC will now be able to adjust traffic signals to
improve traffic flow. This design-build project took roughly 3,000 manhours
to complete. It has beeen featured in numerous news articles.
