However, some people are more likely to get flu ptioations and they should talk to a health car@yider about whether they need to be examined
if they get flu symptoms this season. These higskrgroups include children younger than 5, but esply children younger than 2, people 65+, and
pregnant women. Additional high-risk groups incledpeople who have cancer, heart disease, neurotaustisorders, blood disorders, kidney
disorders, weakened immune systems, COPD, livesrders, diabetes, and neurological disorders.

It is possible for healthy people to develop sevilreess from the flu so anyone concerned aboutrtiimess should consult a health care provider.
There are warning signs that require immediate mediiattention. They include:

In Children

Purpose

but also the welfare of others who could be pubarm#s way by inattentive driving.

Talking on a mobile phone, texting and using othieand held devices while driving is a common, oftermful, distraction. Many states have
prohibited mobile/hand held devices use while dnigi Researchers found the risk of having a traffacident while using a cell phone, texting or
using similar devices to be the same as drunk dgviRor these reasons, JRE drivers may not use hagld devices while operating a company
vehicle.

As a driver, your first responsibility is to payttantion to the road. When driving on business orivdng while conducting business on behalf of the
company or in any other manner, the following rul@sply:

Procedures

Definition- Mobile Hand Held Units: Hand held devices whicitlude cell phones, pagers, blackberry#s, pdbtspfaxes and other communication
or electronic devices.

I Allow voicemail to handle your calls and return thewhen you are in a safe position to do so.

! If you need to place or receive a call, pull off the road to a safe locationggmnthe vehicle before using your phone.
I Ask a passenger to make or take the call.

! Inform regular callers of the best time to reachuybased upon your driving schedule.

I The only exception to the policy is for calls to191.

! If placing or accepting an emergency call, keepdhk short and use hands- free options, if available.

I When receiving an emergency call, ask the callehatd briefly until you can safely pull your vehécbff the road.

The cell phone/hand held device use policy is tduee the likelihood of a motor vehicle accidentmay not prevent all vehicle accidents from
occurring. It does not address potential compliamdéh Federal, State or local regulatory agencyredards! !
